This is the letter that is sent out on our letterhead:
 

The Scenic Cities Beautiful Commission works to improve the beauty and cleanliness of the community. 

We would like to call to your attention that someone was observed allegedly littering from a vehicle registered to you. 

Littering is illegal and had this been observed by a law enforcement officer you could have been citied to court and fined.

Please note that cigarette butts are one of the most prevalent litter problems in our community. If you and/or your passengers are smokers we urge you to exercise more care and dispose of the butts properly and legally. 

In addition to ruining the beauty of our community littering is an expensive habit for taxpayers.
